*00 not be misled by the comfortable looking net worth as of this report The 
$1992 includes $1125 designated for the meeting in Raleigh and is not available 
for general expenses. Thus far this year expenses have exceeded general revenue. 
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If you have not registered for the annual meeting 
and national Alford family reunion in 
Raleigh, NC, October 12-14, you should do 
SO immediately! So far 41 primary members 
and 22 of their spouses have registered from 
about 15 different states. These members are listed at the end 
of this article. Most of the planning for the meeting is being 
done specifically for those who have registered. It is not 
absolutely necessary to register in advance (although it will 
cost more to register on site in Raleigh), but the plans being 
made may not address your Alford interests if you don't pre­
register. You can register by sending $25 per person to 
AAFA. This fee pays the food expenses of the reception and 
breaks. 

The meeting will begin with an informal (ca"ual dress) 
reception at 6:00 P.M., Friday, October 12. There will be light 
refreshments and a ca~h bar. The business meeting will begin 
at 9:00 A.M. Saturday morning, and as quickly as business 
can be completed we will move into activities dealing with 
our Alford ancestors. This will continue through the after­
noon. There will be coffee breaks in the morning and 
afternoon. 

Saturday evening there will be a dinner, or mini-banquet, for 
those who wish to pay the extra cost of the meal-you'll 
have to eat someplace and this will not be extravagant. 

Sunday morning there will be Slate-oriented work groups 
where those interested in Alford ancestors from one panicu­
lar stale or another can meet together to discuss their 
problems and look over AAFA information on the Alford~ of 
those states. To the extent that Stalc Representatives arc able 
to attend, it is planned that they will "host" their respective 
tables. A coffee break is planned for Sunday morning. 

Efforts are being made to arrange a tour of some Alford 
hiSlOric sites in Wake County, and possibly a tour of FrJn­
klin County. Those registered have been, or will be, con­
tacted to detennine their interest in the tours. 

The Holiday Inn Raleigh North is providing us rates of $44 
single and $49 double. Make reservations by calling 919­
872-7666. This is the dircct line to the hotel. It is best if you 
do not call the Holiday Inn central reservations system as 
they do not know about our arrangements. Please note a 
change of address for the hotel from 2815 North Boulevard 
to 2815 Capital Boulevard-the street name has been 
changed. After registering you will receive specific instruc­
lions on how to find the hotel. If you prefer not to stay at the 
Holiday Inn, you can find many other facilities available.

arrangements by calling 800-221-1212, ask for 
the Special Meetings Network and give them file 

number L33016. Do check with your travel agent 
as well-you may be able to get a better fare.

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In the previous issue we began the 
practice of showing three graphs to 
give members some appreciation of 
what's happening with the member­
ship. The fonnat of the charts has 
changed slightly. 

The AAFA Growth or Quarterly 
Membership Additions Chart has been 
revised to show the number of new 
members each quarter, and stacked on 
top of the new members is a much 
smaller bar that shows the number of 
members who have failed to renew in 
some quarters. Continued growth 
depends upon you and other members. 
Renew your membership! We need 
your support And if you can, recruit a 
new AAFA member. 

The chart showing AAFA Members by 
Slate continues to list all states with 
three or more members. There is some 
change since the previous report 
~ause members who failed to renew 
were not counted in this tabulation. 
Alabama moved from position 12 to 8 
and Virginia eased ahead of Missouri. 
Oregon and Colorado dropped com­
pletely Oul of the tabulation. Get with 
other Alfords and Alford descendants 
in your Slate and see about getting your 
slate into the race. It is possible to 
overcome Texas, but it isn't going to be 
easy! 

If you've had trouble translating the 
code used to identify the various 
branches of the family, the following 
will provide more identification. Notice 
that several of these Alfords were sons 
or grandsons of James Alford, who was 
featured as the Ullimate Ancestor in 
this issue. 

JUL717VA is Julius Alford. son of 
James. born 1717 in Virginia. 

JVL747NC is Julius Alford, son of 
uxLvick, grandson of James, born 
about 1747 in North Carolina. 

L00740NC is one of the Lodwick 
Alfords, probably Lodwick Jr. son of 
Lodwick and grandson of James. 

JAC738VA is Jacob Alford. son of 
Lodwick and Susannah Alford, born 
1738 in New Kent County, Virginia. 

TH0S85EN is Thomas Alford born 
about 1585 in England. He was an 
ancestor of the brothers Benedict 
Alford and Alexander Alvord who 
came to Boston in the first half of the 
17th century. 

JAM713VA is James Alford born 1713 
in Virginia, son of James Alford. This 
is not a proven connection and we may 
eventually connect this branch of the 
family to a different early ancestor. 

JAM741NC is James Alford born 1740 
or 1741 in North Carolina (maybe 
Virginia), the son of Lodwick Alford 
and grandson of James Alford. 

JOH696MD is John Alford who may 
have been born 1696 in Maryland.

ISome think he was born in England. He
Idied 1748 in Virginia.

17(1) in England. He and his son David 
settled in Alabama. 

WIL734VA is William Alford born 
1734 in Virginia. This is another iffy 
connection, and while some believe 
William was the son of Lodwick 
Alford, this has not been proven. 

HAY780GA is Haywood Alford born 
about 1780 in Georgia. 

ISH749NC is Isham Alford born about 
1749 in North Carolina and supposed to 
be a son of one of the Lodwicks. 

JOH800NC is one of several John 
Alfords born about 1800 in North 
Carolina-family settled in Mississippi. 

ARC780NC is Archibald (Baldy) 
Alford, born about 1780 in North 
Carolina-family settled in Alabama. 
[See article on him in this issue.] 

HIN827NC is Hines Berry Alford of 
Franklin County, NC-born 1827. He 
is the first of those listed who remained 
near his place of birth for his complete 
lifetime. 

TH0802VA is Thomas Alford, born 
1802 in Virginia. His family settled in 
Oregon. 

WIL751NC is William Alford of 
western North Carolina. He may have 
been born in Virginia and later moved 
to North Carolina. 

Here's a great idea: Gel your cousins 
signed up--then use the occasion of the 
annual meeting to stage a mini family 
reunion for your branch. At the meeting 
in Raleigh there will be brothers and 
sisters from Texas. Louisiana, Massa­
chuseus and probably California. They 
also used the meeting in Houston as an 
occasion to get together.

Mr. Alford, born Aug. 3, 1899, 
five miles south of Crystal Springs, had 
lived in Crystal Springs since early 
adulthood. He was a member of Crystal 
Springs United Methodist Church, 
where for half a century he greeted the 
congregation at the door every Sunday, 
said his wife, Dorothy. 

Originally a contractor, Mr. Alford 
spent most of his working years as a 
mail carrier. Along his mail route, 
which was more than 100 miles long, 
he was known as Uncle Earl to the 
children to whom he passed out gum. 

"He was great with a1llittJe 
children, not just mine," said his 
daughter, Carol Moore of Baton Rouge, 
La. 

The Copiah County native was a 
master woodworker and ran a Jackson 
antique store called Alford's, a Master 
Craftsman. He built the first Federal 
Housing Authority house in Crystal 
Springs and had a shop in his back yard 
in which he created many items, 
including three-story doll houses built 
according to FHA standards with real 
windows and lighting. Other special 
pieces included two innovative 
cucumber graters for two agricultural 
experiment stations and an intricate 
systems piece for a bank in north 
Mississippi. He made household items 
such as bookshelves, cabinets and 
stereo cases. 

"He did beautiful woodwork," 
Moore said. 

He particularly enjoyed delighting 
his grandchildren, his wife said. He 
built a large playhouse for his grand­
daughter and a workable water mill for 
his grandson. He also later made fine 
furniture for the two. 

"He was certainly a wonderful 
person when I was growing up, and my 
children felt the same way about him," 
Moore said.

We can only 
speculate at this time whether they 
belonged to Jeff. 

Jeff ALFORD and his wife Mary were 
divorced in Etowah Co. in 1866. On p. 
344 of the 1870 census of that county 
(very near to Jeff) appear one Mary 
ALFORD (b. 1841 SC) and her son 
James W. ALFORD (b. 1864 AL). This 
would certainly seem to be the wife 
who divorced Jeff four years earlier, 
and their child. 

In conclusion, these close relationships 
suggest that we might group this family 
in the following manner:
