When researching in cemeteries, keep in mind that fre-
quently many relatives with other last names are buried in
the same cemetery: in-laws, maternal aunts, uncles, and
grandparents, etc. The Association typically has copies of
source pages that contain Alfords only. Much other valuable
information on your family might be leamed by obtaining
the source and checking for collateral lines.
