While it is not proven beyond any doubt that this is the
same Lodwick who was in Virginia, the fact that he continues to
be invovlved with Goodrich, James, and Julius Alford provides
enough for us to conclude he is the same. '

ey xﬁﬂﬁm&n recnrd of Lodw1ck in North Carolina was on
: 17 1740 wherés b & L po§ - Eansd v Edgecombe
Caunty from Henry Dawson for $10. Lodwick was identified as
being= #rem WNorth Carolina, while Dawson was from Virginia.j

Actually Edgecombe County was not even created until 1741
Lfrom Bertie Countyl but the deed is recorded in Edgecaombe
County. Granville [1746]1, Johnston [1746], Bute [1764], Wake
£17701, Nash [1777]1, Franklin [1779]1, and Warren [1779], {Warren
% Franklin were created from Bute which was discontinued in 1779)
Counties were not created until the dates shown.

—~ lLodwick Alford was involved with about 70 or 80 land
transactions from 1740 through 1794. This excludes Wake County
transactions which we are confident were by a different Lodwick
covered in section III. .

Some: critical pieces of information contained in these
transactions*were: '

On April 30 1753 Lodwick received 600 acres from the Earl of
Granville. ' While the indenture was written out to LODOWICK he
signed is as LODWICK.

February 1754 Lodwick, . as administrator, signed the
inventory of the estate of GOODRICH ALFORD.x Church records from
Saint Peter ‘s Parish suggested earlier that Goodrich and Lodwick
were brothers. This adds weight to that suggestion. Goodrich
‘and Sarah had two children born in New Kent County, Lucy born
February 23 1736 and Susannah born October 5 1739.,4 Family
tradition says there was a daughter, Sarah, born about 173S.

North Carolina records would probably be this James Al ford.

A " He Mas enumerated in_the 1790 census which proves he was
born before 1774, Tt ‘did suggest hé had -four - sons wand | three
daughters. plus S 24 slaves. The 1800 census suggests a birth
. before 175 and was "tabulated shwang jast = two ‘sgns . .and - NO. -
daughters. One tould ‘conclude’. that - twe- sons and - the daughters
were of an age to have married or otherwise left home by 1800. °

“There were over a dozen "Lodwick Alford”® land transactions
in Wake or Nash Counties from 1777 through 1820 and it 1is
probable that all of those involved this Lodwick Alford. Only a
detailed study of the tract description in each transaction will
determlne thlS deflnxtely.

Lodwick Alford was a’ wake County state representative to the
House of Commons, General Assembly of North Carolina in 1778.4

Ludy Alford, commonly called Tanner Alford, was the Justice
of the Peace in Wake County in 1780.-

Lodwick served as the sheriff of Wake County from 1794-

An 1810 tax 1list of Wake County shows Lodwick held 372
acres, in &6 lots, in Mark’s Creek district.
