William R. “Bill” Alford, Jr., born June 10, 1940, in Dixie, 

Alabama, died August 5, 2016, after a brief illness. He is survived

Bill graduated from University Laboratory School in 1958; Louisiana State University in 

1962, where he was a member and president of the Gamma Iota Chapter of the Sigma Chi 

Fraternity; and Tulane University Law School in 1966.

served as an assistant district attorney in six parishes of Louisiana (Orleans, St. Tammany, 

Washington, Tangipahoa, St. Helena, and Livingston) and as a capital public defender in 

St. Tammany and Washington Parishes. He also served as an Assistant Attorney General, 

chairman of the Criminal Law Section of the Louisiana State Bar Association, Special 

Counsel to the Louisiana Judiciary Commission, member of the St. Tammany Parish 

Planning and Zoning Commissions, and Chairman of the Covington Housing Authority. 

 

Bill also was a farmer, and one of his loves was the husbandry of animals. He also loved 

to talk about politics and current events, and he was one of the few residents of St. 

Tammany Parish to have a “Democrat and Proud” bumper sticker on his pickup truck.
