1. SSDI records show that Margaret S. Alford (SS# issued in KY) was born 15 July 

1930, last residence Owensboro, Daviess Co., KY. 

2. Margaret was an active genealogist and was a major AAFA contributor of data on 

her husband’s Alford branch. She exchanged information with Gil Alford even 

before AAFA was established. 

3. In 1968, Margaret was one of four founders of the West Central Kentucky Family 

Research Association (WCK-FRA). She was the editor of one of their publications, 

The Bulletin. She was also instrumental in establishing a genealogy room at the 

Owensboro Library, a repository for thousands of books and microfilm records 

donated by WCK-FRA.
